Enhanced School Facilities
ÅOur school is single session, to create more space & time for 

the learning of both academic & non-academic disciplines
ÅSchool hours are from 7.30 am to 1.30 pm daily & maybe 

extended to support learning, e.g. ACE programme

Easing into P1 (School Routines)

In primary school, your child will need to:
Åadjust to a larger learning environment 
Åadapt to longer school hours & a 

structured timetable & schedule
Åinteract with more students & 

teachers

Changes to expect…



Help your child know what to expect…
ÅDiscuss  new routines, school rules, longer 

school days, etc.
ÅEnthuse your child to learn new things as 

there will be more subjects
ÅEncourage your child to make new friends 

as class size would be ‘big’

Easing into P1 (School Routines)



ÅHelp your child learn to be independent 
& responsible

ÅDevelop good homework habits & time 
management skills
ÅCreate a conducive learning environment 

at home

Easing into P1 (Home Routines)



Cultivate the love for learning…
ÅRead to or with your child daily
ÅBring your child to the library 

regularly

Easing into P1 (Home Routines)



You can also…
ÅSet reasonable goals with him/her
ÅFocus on developing your child’s 

strengths
ÅEmphasize the learning process 

instead of results
ÅAvoid comparing your child’s 

performance with that of others

Easing into P1 (Home Routines)



Support a Healthy Lifestyle

Ensure your child has…

ÅSufficient sleep 

ÅA balanced diet

ÅUnstructured play

ÅOutdoor activities in the day

ÅAttend seminars & workshops organised
ÅParticipate in Parent-Teacher Conferences
ÅVolunteer in school programmes, e .g. 

buddy reading, chaperon, etc.
ÅWork hand-in-hand with the teachers
ÅBe consistent especially between Daddy & 

Mummy

ÅStudents have everyday responsibilities both 

at home & in school
ÅInculcate a sense of responsibility & care 

for their own & shared spaces
ÅMost effective when there
